Your presentation should include the following information:
· Distinguishing features (e.g. a whale is a mammal)
· Where it lives in the world
· What its habitat is like
· What it eats and if it is prey for any other animals
· Explain interesting behaviours – e.g. how it moves, protects itself or cares for young.
· Any other interesting facts


You should try to have a visual or some props to engage your audience. This may be a PowerPoint, poster, model, book, news article, video clip, photographs etc. 

Presentation skills we will be looking for:
· Eye contact
· Clear voice
· Confident body language 

Your presentation should be no more than 2 minutes long.  Do your best to present your information without reading a script – you can use notes to remind you of what you want to say.
